    Outdoor Competition Rules
      1.   All County Competitions will be played under the English Bowling Federation Rules and Laws of the Game.
                    2.  On Outdoor Competition Entry Forms all players’ names to be entered on the Competition Form or entry will not be accepted.
      3.  Completed forms should be posted to the Competition Secretary with the correct entry fees by the closing date on

            the Form. No further entries will be accepted after the closing date.
4.  The Draw for County outdoor Competitions will be displayed on the website www.northcambsebf.co.uk with fixed play by dates
     and inform all competitors. He will also inform both competitors following each round of their opponents. Within 48 hours of the 
     closing date of previous round the home player must offer away player 3 dates to play, one of which can be a weekend 
     but not on a county fixture day. If a challenge by the home player has not made before 7 days of the closing date of the 
     round, the fixture is reversed with the original away player becoming the home player. The new home player offers ONE date to 
     be played on a green of his choice. This does not stop the away player being proactive and contacting the home player to agree 
     a mutually agreed date to ensure a round of a competition is played before the closing date of the round.  In the event of a 
     game not being played on time rule 13 will be used, unless one competitor concedes the game.
5.  All Winning scorecards must have all the participating player’s name(s) from both teams entered and be signed by both 

     Captains along with the date played, the relevant round of the Competition and Competition Title, and then forward the 

     scorecard to the Competition Secretary.
6.  In all Singles Games the first drawn Name must supply a competent Marker.
7.  All Outdoor games to be completed by the play by date, with no extension unless the Green is unfit for play (Green keepers 

     decision), on the last date of the round. The game must be played within the next three (3) days and the Competition 

     Secretary informed of the new date.  The result of the game must be telephoned to the Competition Secretary immediately 

     after the game and the scorecard posted.
8.  Affiliated Clubs wishing to nominate their entry for the Champion of Champions competition must forward their
     intention with a completed scorecard no later than the closing date for outdoor competitions for inclusion in the following  
            year’s competition.  The County Secretary will issue a form to all affiliated Clubs that would or would not wish to enter the  
            NCBA County Cup or Secretary’s Cup.  This form must be completed and returned to the Competition Secretary by the 
            closing date in the year in which they wish or wish not to enter.
9.  The County Finals will be held no later than the 2nd Sunday in July which is closest to 16th when qualifiers have to be

     reported. If the late Bank Holiday is at the end of August, National will set the date a week later of 23rd July and finals will 

     be on the 3rd weekend. When this happens GOREFIELD BC to be for holding the finals.  Finals will be held on one of the 

     following affiliated Club Greens in yearly rotation:

            1. St Lawrence BC.   2.  March Town BC.  3. Gorefield BC 
            Any affiliated Club not on the list can apply to be included at the AGM.
10. County Finals dates are non-negotiable and must be played on the set dates.
             All finalists of NCBA County Competitions must make themselves available to play on the programme times and  

             dates set by the Competition Secretary.  Finalists unable to participate on those times and dates must either seek 

             a substitute as defined in the National EBF Rules and Laws of the Game Rule 7.16 or concede the fixture. 

             Considerations will only be given in exceptional circumstances.
11. Players for all County Finals will wear full County Dress with Club or County Tie or Coloured County or Coloured Club Shirt 

      without tie. Markers will wear full County Dress with a County tie.
12. Failure to comply with Competition Rules will result in the player(s) or teams being eliminated from the Competition.
13. In the event of a dispute the Competition Secretary will convene a Meeting with the President and Chairman to resolve the 

      conflict and notify the parties involved within three (3) days.  In the event of a dispute involving the President or Chairman 

      an extra Executive Officer will attend the Meeting in their place.
14. All Winners of County Finals will qualify for the National Championships and will be expected to represent North 

      Cambridgeshire Bowling Association at those Championships.
14.1 Competitors who fail to fulfil any competition at National Finals may have their competition entry declined in that

        event for the following year.
15. The Committee of North Cambridgeshire Bowling Association shall have the full power to deal with any matter not provided 

       for in these Rules.
